•	27.41 hectares representing many different 	
	 habitats as well as formal plantings,

•	an extensive area containing  
	 representations of the major Australian 		
	 rainforest communities,

•	the Kawasaki Bridge, an ideal backdrop for 	
	 those special photographs, surrounded by 	
	 displays of Japanese plants,

•	the Sir Joseph Banks Glasshouse,  
	 featuring displays of plants from the wet  
	 and dry tropics,

•	a number of natural areas throughout 		
	 Wollongong that are managed by the  
	 Botanic Garden due to their environmental 	
	 significance. These include Puckey’s Estate, 	
	 Mt Keira Summit Park and Korrongulla 		
	 Wetlands,

•	an All Abilities Play Garden.
